FY 2016 COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM

Notice is hereby given by the City of Lock Haven that it will hold a Public Hearing relative to
the 2016 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program on August 22, 2016 at 6:30
P.M. in the First Floor Council Chambers, City Hall, 20 East Church Street, Lock Haven, PA
17745.

This meeting is accessible to individuals with disabilities and/or for persons with Limited
English Proficiency. If you wish to attend and require special accommodations, please notify
Leonora Hannagan, City Planner, at least 72 hours in advance at (570) 893-5903 to discuss how
the City may best accommodate your needs.

The City’s FY 2016 CDBG allocation is $272,958.00 from the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

In addition, the City of Lock Haven anticipates reallocating $103,275.60 in FY 2014 CDBG
funds which includes the receipt of $6,182.65 in program income as follows:

Decrease Activity:

West Bald Eagle Street Paving Project — Decrease the budget from $216,850.00 to $ 121,597.89

East Church Street Parking Lot #2 Paving Project — Decrease the budget from $19,566.00 to
$11,542.51

New Activity:

South Jones Street (Maple Street to the end). Mill and pave street and reconstruction 4 ADA ramps.
Total Project Cost - $155,733, of which $52,458 is proposed in 2016 CDBG
Program & $ 103,275.60 is proposed in 2014 CDBG Program.

At least 70% of the available funding must be used for activities which benefit low and moderate
income persons. The proposed activities must benefit at least 51% low-moderate income persons
in the service area to qualify as a low-moderate income project. The PA Department of
Community and Economic Development (DCED) has announced the application submission
deadline of September 23, 2016.

The following types of activities may be eligible for funding under the CDBG Program: water
and sewer line replacement and improvements; housing rehabilitation; construction of affordable
housing; construction/reconstruction of public/community facilities; recreational facilities; public
services that are new or provide quantifiable increases in the delivery of services; street
improvements; historic preservation; removal of architectural barriers; code enforcement;
economic development; acquisition and relocation; clearance and demolition; and general
administration, planning, audit if required, and preparation of the CDBG application.



The City is considering the following activities for funding in its FY 2016 CDBG program:

PUBLIC FACILITIES AND IMPROVEMENTS:

Street Improvements (mill & pave street, reconstruct 11 ADA ramps)
South Fairview Street (Bellefonte Avenue to Peach Street) (5 ramps)

Total Project Cost - $147,956, of which $86,748 in 2016 CDBG funds &
$61,208 in City funds.

South Jones Street (Maple Street to the end) (4 ramps)

Total Project Cost - $155,733, of which $52,458 is proposed in 2016 CDBG
Program & $ 103,275.60 is proposed in 2014 CDBG Program.

West Third Street (North Highland Street to Barton Street) (2 ramps)

If the City of Lock Haven would undertake activities that result in displacement of families or
individuals, however, then the City of Lock Haven’s policy for minimizing such displacement
would be in effect.
