Street Improvements  


The project will include milling and paving the street and the installation of 11 handicap ramp at the street intersections. A breakdown of the proposed street improvements is provided as follows:

South Fairview Street (Bellefonte Ave. to Peach St.)  Total project cost - $ 147,956; of which $86,748 is 2016 CDBG funds & $61,208 is City funds.

South Jones Street (Maple Street to the end). 


 
Total project cost is $155,733; of which $52,458 is 2016 CDBG funds, and $103,275.60 is 2014 CDBG funds.

West Third Street (North Highland Street to Barton Street). Total project cost is $84,620; of which all is 2016 CDBG funds.
